· "What Do We Believe?" 10 week series for adults has had 5 to 8 people in attendance so far, and has included lively discussion.

· Lifelong Faith Information/Education Commission Inaugural Gathering and Retreat held 6/18/11 attracted 8 attendees including one from St. Patrick's.  Plan is for the group to study the bishops’ document on adult faith formation: Our Hearts Burning within Us before creating vision for St. Malachi Parish.
· DRE is currently completing the second of five courses required for diocesan certification as Parish Catechetical Leader.

· Next gathering of families of "recently" baptized babies to be held in July will be coordinated with Hospitality Commission.

· NCYC fund raising is on target pending Parish donation of $1000.  Thank you!

· Special needs accommodations for our PSR children, including but not limited to autism spectrum will begin this fall based on 5 people volunteering time and talent.  

· End-of-year catechist meeting to evaluate PreK-8 program provided insight for improvement beginning this fall.  DRE will meet separately with the high school team.

· Catechists are currently working toward Basic or Advanced Catechetical Certification.

· In light of increased commitment of catechists with 28 PSR sessions to be held this coming school year, ongoing nurturing and formation of catechists is a major goal of DRE.

· Purchase of new series of materials for PreK-8 for this fall is being evaluated.  DRE will meet with publisher for details.  New materials for high school program will be evaluated by DRE and high school team leaders.

Evangelization Commission May Report

The group further discussed our submitted 2011 budget, focusing specifically on the possibility of an Advent candle fundraiser. We discussed whether or not we wanted to take this on, pending the Finance Council's approval. If we do get their approval, we will begin planning this.


Tentatively, we will have presales in October and November, and have one weekend in November to sell the candles in person at the masses and for people to pick up their orders.


Our July Discussion Meeting will be July 25 at 7 pm in the rectory. We will be reading In the Name of Jesus: Reflections on Christian Leadership by Henri Nouwen.


The commission began brainstorming ideas for our Evangelization Event. We will hold the event on a Saturday in October (pending calendar check with the rectory) from 1-4 pm, and then invite attendees to come to mass together.

 A tentative scheduled for the day would be to have one speaker for all of us (Sr. Margaret Mach or a recommended by her speaker), and then break apart into small groups for two other sessions.


Some possible sessions that we might have:

· Asking the whole room to consider one question together ("What is evangelization?") and then break into small groups to discuss it

· What is my (faith) story? - how to share their faith story, how to use tools

· The gospels' versions of the disciples being sent out by Jesus - read them and

· discuss

· How to evangelize in the modern world? Think about how to evangelize appropriately in today's society, how to remain faithful past CF/PSR, get people to think about "their line" (why are they faithful)


Evangelization Tools - "some of you are carpenters, some of you are fishermen"


"Unraveling the code" as a theme for the entire event - present evangelization as a mystery to most of us, how can we unravel/study it together?


Keep thinking about ways to make this event attractive to our parish - we want to get people to come, and we want them to feel excited and intrigued. Think about what you would want to see (as a parishioner) and what you would want to do (as a member of our commission).

An evaluation of the 2011 Triduum was begun for the services from Palm Sunday thru Easter Vigil.  For each, Commission members responded to two questions:  What worked well?  What needs improvement? This will continue at the next meeting.  In the interim, responses can be given to C. McElwee.  This “list” will help guide the next year’s planning.  It was also noted that the Passion reading of Mark for 2012 needs to be digitized.  (During this summer?)

 
Other discussion focused on the changes in the Roman Missal (beginning Advent, 2011) and how to best help worshippers prepare as well as possible collaborations with other Commissions on the changes.   A list of the Commission’s significant efforts for the past year was created for the Annual Parish Report.  Needs for the May 18 potluck and presentation by Fr. Joe Fortuna were identified and two items recommended for the next agenda:  ushering at Masses and baptisms during Mass.

A Liturgy Corner is being prepared for the website to offer more information about liturgical practices and events.  Prayer for the last Wednesdays of June, July, August will offer an opportunity for prayer and reflection on scripture and its connection to liturgy.
